When aroof is over 15 years old, the underlayment
(synthetic layer of roof protection - from wind, rain, snow
and water damage) has likely expired. When expired, it
becomes dry, brittle and curls (see pic). In this condition,
more roof and home damage can occur if left untreated.

1. Combine mayo, ketchup, mustard,
relish, and hot sauce in a small bowl; set
sauce aside.
